OTHER CLUB IN AUSITN. CLUBS GET STARTED BY A NECLEUS OF INDIVIDUALS WHO LIKE EACH
OTHER AND HAVE SOME COMMON INTERESTS.

LOSSSES FROM EXISTING CLUBS ARE NOT BECAUSE OF OTHER CLUBS STARTING UP BUT BE-
CAUSE WE HAVE TOO FEW OF MEMBERS ASKING PEOPLE TO COME AND SERVE AND TO FILL IN
THOSE POSITIONS OF MEMBERSHIP LOSS.
